            Description of Collection System:

            The Town of Harrisburg Wastewater Collection System consists of 108 miles of gravity                            
             Collection lines, 7 miles of force main lines and 22 wastewater pump stations. The
             purpose of wastewater collection system is to transport the sewage generated by the 
             Town’s 7500 customers; residential, commercial and industrial, to the Rocky River           
             Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant. The Rocky River Wastewater Treatment Plant is       
             owned and operated by the Water and Sewer Authority of Cabarrus County. The Town’s
             collection system came into existence in 1974 and continues to be upgraded to the 
             system we operate today.


            Performance

The Town of Harrisburg’s Public Works Department performs the operation and                       
            maintenance of the collection system. Our system serves approximately 14000                         
            residents. There are two crews that perform this service for the Town. One crew is
            dedicated to the upkeep and maintenance of the 22 wastewater pump stations. This 
crew visits the pump stations daily and maintains the stations through cleaning and 
            sludge removal. One crew is responsible for line cleaning, inflow- infiltration, service
installations, repairs to the system and inspection and mowing of our sewer right of 
ways. This crew also investigated 51 sewer related problems called in by our customers.
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The Public Works Department is continually performing maintenance and                                rehabilitation projects to insure our system functions efficiently. We have cleaned 13.7 miles of gravity sewer lines to clear built up grease and debris. We continue to smoke test our lines to locate areas of inflow problems. There was one reportable sanitary sewer overflow in the last calendar year. It was a 500 gallon spill near 5407 Leatherwood Lane and was reportable because a small amount reached surface waters. This was caused by pipe failure of the force main.


The Town of Harrisburg also continues to decommission pump stations when it is
feasible. We are in the process of eliminating two pump stations this year and should be completed in early 2016. These pump stations are located in the Highland Ridge subdivision and Planters Row Subdivision. As soon as these pump stations go off line the Town will be rehabilitating manholes in the Oaks Estate subdivision.
 	

The Town of Harrisburg continues to enforce the Fats, Oil and Grease Program implemented in 2006. We have information about our FOG program our website so it is readily available for our customers. We also mail FOG related flyers, these flyers were sent out in February and September of last year.
